CALENDAR OF EVENTS 

DANCE HISTORY: LESTER HORTON 

Lester Horton was born in Indiana in 

1906.  He lived to become one of the 

most influential modern dancers,       

choreographers, and teachers in     

America.  Horton formed his own    

company in Los Angeles in 1934 and also 

performed in theater, films, and night-

clubs. He incorporated diverse elements 

such as Native American dances,       

Japanese influences,  and modern jazz 

into works of striking originality and 

drama. His influence is reflected in 

the work of his pupil Alvin Ailey . 

Lester Horton died in 1953, but Hor-

ton's company continued to perform 

after his death until 1960.
